 An exception can be made for the statement of acceptance by an academic supervisor in Austria. All application documents have to be complete 2 months after conduction of the interview. Otherwise the candidates cannot be considered for a scholarship!
 On our website (www.eurasiapacific.net) you will also find a list of all Austrian member institutions with links to their homepages in order to facilitate the process of finding an adequate supervisor/academic partner here in Austria. Applicants shall immediately try to get in touch with professors.
 Please notice that because of the Austrian studies regulations no Post-Doc studies are offered at the Universities of Applied Sciences.
